Do not forget to fill out the NOTES section, with the results of the dog/s that is entered, in compliance with the  Regulation of the draws for trials with a limited number of dogs *. In case of an entry with unclear, missing or incomplete information about the dog’s qualifications, making it impossible to determine in which pot of the draw the dog belongs; he will go into the pot with the unqualified dogs.
In case a handler enters more then one dog, clearly indicate which dog has the preference.

The WRCI would like to inform all interested that from January 1st 2017, in all the trials organized by our club and with a limited number of dogs, the organization will apply the following criteria for the selection of places available, in accordance with International Regulations for Field trials for retrievers breeds:

National Open field trial, with battery max 13 dogs (the number of batteries laid down by the organization and will be advised at the time of the opening of entries):

-1 POT 
It Will be guaranteed 70% of the runs to dogs who have already obtained one CAC in novice or open trial 
 -2 POT 
It Will be guaranteed 30% of the runs to dogs without any victory with CAC in Novice or Open trial. In the absence of the achievement of the ceilings in the two categories mentioned above, entries will be accepted without any limit of awards, upon completion of the places.
It will be mandatory at the moment of the enrollment, demonstrating its category.

International Field Trial:

-1 POT 
lt Will be guaranteed 50% of the runs to the dogs that are already field trial champion (international or national).
-2 POT 
It Will be guaranteed 25% of the runs to the dogs that have already gained an excellent in international trials
-3 POT 
The remaining 25% of runs will be reserved for subjects not considered in the above points. 
In the absence of the achievement of the ceilings in the three categories mentioned above, entries will be accepted without any limits, on completion of available places.
It will be mandatory at the moment if the enrollment, demonstrating its category.

General rules:
The draw will be made on the handler. For handlers who wish to entry more dogs, will be compulsory to indicate the subject of preference that will participate in the first draw, according to the above criteria. Others dogs of the same handler will fall in the draw only in case of not reaching the number of dogs admitted to the trial. Percentages which do not lead to a whole number will be rounded up.

Notice:
We inform all the competitors about the “Doping Control Regulation”  for dogs participating in events  recognized by ENCI/FCI.
In each ENCI/FCI event, including breed specialties, checks can be made on the present dogs.
We therefore invite all to review the ENCI and FCI regulations and the list of substances considered as dopants, attached to it.
